MGMT & LEADERSHIP 
The New Volunteer Workforce 
Nonprofits rely heavily on volunteers, but most CEOs do a poor job 
of managing them. As a result, more than one-third of those who 
volunteer one year do not donate their time the next year - at any 
nonprofit. That adds up to an estimated $38 billion in lost labor. To 
remedy this situation, nonprofit leaders must develop a more 
strategic approach to managing this overlooked and undervalued 
talent pool. The good news is that new waves of retiring baby 
boomers and energetic young people are ready to fill the gap. This 
article from the Stanford Social Innovation Review looks at the 
following: why nonprofits need the talent of volunteers; why 
volunteers leave; capitalizing on volunteer talent; and attracting a 
new wave of volunteer talent.

 In order to qualify for funding, an 
organization must have  501(c)(3) status in 
their name (no affiliates accepted) and  
must have been incorporated for a 
minimum of three years prior  to 
application. Preference will be given to 
organizations with  an operating budget of 
$3 million or less, those not dependent  on 
government grants, and those with greater 
organizational pro-  gram costs than 
personnel costs. 
 
The maximum request amount per 
organization is $5,000. Suggested  funding 
requests include healthy snacks, books, 
educational field  trips, etc. The foundation 
does not provide funding for salaries.
